To clarify the billing policy, students that
have a bill that is past due 45 days will
not be able to attend any of the programs
offered until the full balance of the entire
bill is paid.

In addition, students that have an
outstanding bill at the end of the school
year will not be able to attend S.C.O.R.E.
the following school year until the bill is
paid and cleared. (This includes after
school art, choir, and any other programs
offered by the after school program).

S.C.O.R.E. Fee System

All S.C.O.R.E. students will be required to
have a deposit (which started in 2015-2016).
Outstanding bills will be paid from the deposit
and students may return to the S.C.O.R.E.
program when the deposit is replenished.

The deposit amount for each
student is based on a lunch status
sliding scale:

Full pay=$80




...} educed lunch=$40

Students that check in at 3:35 will be charged
the daily rate of:
$1 per day=free lunch
$2 per day=reduced lunch
